Now that there is less daylight and more rain,
fog, wind and ice, please have your students

and family members dress
bright and be extra alert
while walking, bicycling, tak-
ing the bus, or driving.

Tips for Pedestrians

* Children: walk safely with friends away
from the road edge. Parents: Model safe
pedestrian behaviour.

Take a giant step back while waiting to
cross the street at an intersection to avoid
turning vehicles.

Make eye contact with drivers so you know
they see you and they know you see them.

* Always use designated crossing points
(signalized, marked, or unmarked at inter-
sections) and obey pedestrian traffic signs
and signals.

* Look all the way across the road and
check carefully before entering the next
travel lane to make sure every vehicle
has stopped.

* Walk facing traffic where there are no side-
walks.

Tips for Drivers

* Look carefully before

you cross driveways
and alleys.
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Always watch for pedestrians stepping
out from the road edge at intersec-
tions, in  crosswalks, and in every
travel lane. A stopped vehicle may be
waiting fora  pedestrian to cross. Be
extra careful when passing stopped ve-
hicles.

Remember to turn your headlights on
earlier as dusk sets in and throughout
the day in dark, wet, and foggy conditions
to ensure you are visible to pedestrians
and other vehicles.

Slow down and keep extra distance be-
tween your vehicle and the one in front.
It takes longer to stop on wet or slippery
roads.
